“The ACT Government’s Mini-Budget will help reduce the impacts of the global financial crisis on Canberra,” commented Roslyn Dundas, Director of the ACT Council of Social Service. “These additional funds are being invested in those who need help the most, and will provide some boost to economic activity in the ACT.”

“We particularly applaud the fulfilment of ACT Labor’s election promise to provide $2.5 million to carers and volunteers to help with transport costs, and an additional $1 million for emergency relief providers who are struggling to meet the increased requests for assistance.”
